 Layouts were published last Friday, and all the exhibitors received an email with their 
space assignments 

 Final payments are due December 1 
 263 Exhibitors and 224,277 feet assigned 
 39 boats are signed up for Bell Harbor Marina 
 Katie will do one round of revisions to the floorplan in December 

 
Ticketing 
George Harris and Karsten McIntosh discussed the following topics regarding tickets and 
advertising: 

 George reported as of this morning we have sold 79 tickets. George said web traffic has 
been up since last year.  

 Karsten McIntosh reported the poster will be printed next week and sent to every 
Washington and Oregon exhibitor by the end of next week.  

 Karsten will be meeting with the organizers of the Paddle Board Rave to see how they 
can be a part of the show and help promote the show.   

 George reported his working with Outdoor Emporium and Fisheries Supply to sell paper 
tickets on consignment at their stores for $18.  

 
Dashboard, Digital Tickets, Order Forms 
Joan Collins reported that the Exhibitor Dashboard is currently live and she is going to send 
credentials to all exhibitors today. She said all the exhibitors order forms are available on the 
dashboard. Guest tickets will be able to be accessed through the dashboard, or from a separate 
link this year.  
 
New Lumen Field Security Protocols 
Katie McPhail reported there are still a lot of unknowns about the new security protocols. Katie 
reported the Auto Show is going to be Lumen’s first test of the new security protocol. Katie said 
there will be metal detectors for move-in/out and all show entrances will have a pass-through 
metal detector. Katie is going to talk to First & Goal after the Auto Show to see how it goes.
